1.0 GENERAL

The Integral Coach Factory was inaugurated by the first Prime Minister of India Pt.
Jawaharlal Nehru on 2nd October, 1955. Initially only the coach shells were manufactured
by ICF with the interior furnishing being done by the Zonal Railway workshops. Later, the
Furnishing Division was inaugurated on 2nd October, 1962 and the production of fully
furnished coaches steadily increased over the years. Spread over nearly 511 acres; it has
about 9,000 employees to turnout more than 4000 coaches every year which includes
conventional and distributed power rolling stock (DPRS).

ICF is capable of manufacturing various types and variants simultaneously. ICF has
produced coaches since its inception in 500 plus variants. ICF excelled not only in
Production of coaches but in other aspects also by feathering various certificates and
awards such as

1.1 As a part of welfare measures, ICF has three marriage halls, Tholkappiar Marriage
Hall, Kambar Marriage Hall and Thiruvalluvar Marriage Hall with all the basic amenities
required for conducting all auspicious family functions. There are two Institutes in ICF,
Senior Institute (Dr AP] Abdul Kalam Institute) for supervisors and Junior Institute
(Mahakavi Bharathi Institute) for other employees to promote recreational and cultural
activities among ICF employees and their dependents. Holiday homes at
Udagamandalam, Kodaikkonal, Kanniyakumari and Coutrallam are available for the
benefit of non-gazetted employees of ICF. Four Canteens (two statutory and two non-
statutory) cater to the needs of about 9,000 employees of factories and administrative
building.
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1.2 ICF runs five schools in the campus for meeting the educational need of wards of
the employees and society around. These schools are managed by ICF school managing
committee comprising of officials from various departments and representative of staff
associations. The two government aided schools, Primary and Higher Secondary Schools
were set up in the year 1954 & 1964 respectively. ICF set up two self-financed schools,
ICF Silver Jubilee HSS and ICF Vidya Nikethan (CBSE) in the year 1979 and 2018
respectively. The distinguished alumni of ICF schools have pursued diverse field of higher
education and occupy respectable position in State/Central Government, Banks, Medical/
Engineering colleges and reputed organizations in abroad.

1.3 Production Highlights

Team ICF had successfully turned out 2702 coaches in 2022-23. Though the target
set by Board was 3890 coaches, ICF has achieved production of 2702 coaches during the
year 2022-23 despite challenges in material supply due to Ukraine war.

The outturn of 2702 coaches in 2022-23 comprises of 2261 LHB coaches, 12 Vande
Bharat (Ver 2.0) rakes (184 Coaches), 10 EMU rakes (120 Coaches), 13 MEMU rakes (104
coaches), 5 SPART rakes (15 coaches), 11 SPIC coaches and 7 DETC coaches.
